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        Where am I going to be living  

                        after I die? 
 

 God wants us to repent and come out of  

choosing to do evil/sin, before he destroys evil.   

Is our heart hand in hand with God, or with evil/sin?  Do we really 

desire to become pure, holy, Godly, and righteous?  Do we truly 

want to love God with our everything? 
 

 After our body dies, we will end up at Judgement Day.  It 

will be a day of revealing if we love and follow God, or reveal that 

we walk in the ways that are contrary to God. 
 

 Who we follow determines our destination.  If we genuinely 

love, follow, and obey Jesus Christ, our destination will be Heaven.  

If we choose to follow the ways of sin, our destination will be the 

eternal lake of fire. 
 

 To some people, “obeying God” starts to sound like we are 

working to earn our way into Heaven, but this is not true.  What we 

do, say, and how we live, reveals the amount of love we have for 

God.  Our “works” do not earn, they reveal.  They reveal if, and how 

much, we love God.  Loving God with all our heart, mind, soul, and 

strength causes us to want to wholeheartedly strive to please God 

in all things.  God chooses who will go to Heaven, and God chooses 

the people who genuinely love God (these people are always striving to 

obey Jesus Christ from the depth of their heart). 
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People that love Jesus Christ obey Christ. 
 

People who do NOT love Jesus Christ do NOT obey Christ. 
 

“If a man love me, 

he will keep my words”   
 

“He that loveth me not      

keepeth not my sayings”     John 14:23-24 
 

“23  Jesus answered and said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep 
my words: and my Father will love him, and we will come unto him, and 
make our abode with him. 
24  He that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the word which 

ye hear is not mine, but the Father’s which sent me.” 
 
  

 

Everybody follows their heart. 
 

If our heart truly loves God, we will love, follow, and strive 

to obey God to the best of our ability.  We will pray, 

prayerfully read and study the Bible, daily. 

We will genuinely be searching to find and do God’s will, 

because we have genuinely accepted him 

as our Lord (as the one we choose to obey).  We will 

put on (join) Jesus Christ the Bible way and follow him. 
 

People who do not love God 

will do things their own way, 

even if they are aware it is defying God’s instructions. 
 

In the end, 

our heart will either lead us to Heaven through accepting, loving, 

and following Jesus Christ, or lead us to the eternal lake of fire 

through sin (defying God, declining to repent). 
 

 

 

 Our salvation is possible because Jesus Christ paid the 

penalty for our sins by shedding his blood for us at Calvary.  Christ’s 

shed blood gives us the opportunity to repent (turn from following sin) in 

order to follow Jesus Christ up the straight and narrow way to 

Heaven. 

  



 We are not saved by our good works, and our efforts to be 

good, holy, and righteous.  Human beings, on their own, do not 

have what it takes to mold themselves into being good, holy, and 

righteous. Trying to be good, holy, and righteous does not earn us 

anything.  Growing into being good, holy, and righteous is a result 

of God molding the people who genuinely love God into genuinely 

being good, holy, and righteous.  To grow into being good, holy, and 

righteous, we need to begin by loving God with all our heart, mind, 

soul, and strength. 
 

 God is going to destroy evil.  If we are choosing to be  

partnered with evil, we are saying “We do not love you God,” and 

God will destroy us.  We will be living forever in the eternal lake of 

fire, with no hope of salvation.  The present time, now, is the time 

to repent and genuinely give our self completely to Jesus Christ, 

and start to follow him 24/7. 
 

 If we genuinely love God, we will put on (join) Jesus Christ the 

Bible way and genuinely follow/obey him; we will live forever with 

God in Heaven.  In the meantime, God will be molding us by his 

Spirit into Godly righteousness as we cooperate with him.  Our 

heart’s desire will be to wholeheartedly love God with our every-

thing, genuinely striving to obey and please God at all times. 
 

 Without the Bible, we would not know which things are good, 

and which things are evil.  Because what is good and what is evil is 

determined by God.  
 

 In our courts of law, we use the words, legal & illegal.  When 

talking about God’s will, we use the words, good & evil.  Illegal 

means doing contrary to our laws.  Evil means doing contrary to 

God’s will. 

GOoD 
 

 God is good.  When we say God is good, we are not pointing 

towards good and saying “God is like that”.  Instead, we are saying 

good means like God (Godly).  We compare things to God to see if 

they are good.  Good is determined when our actions parallel the 

actions of God.  If an action is like God’s actions, it is good.  

Example: God loves and cares for people, so loving and caring for 

people is good.  God is the standard (the measuring rod) for 

determining what is good. 



d EVIL 
 

 The devil is evil.  Evil means like the devil.  Our actions are 

evil when they parallel the actions of the devil.  The devil fights God, 

doing and promoting everything that is contrary to God (contrary to 

good); everything that is contrary to God is evil (unGodly).  Lying is 

evil, because it is the way of the devil; it is contrary to the ways of 

God.  Lying, including all sinning, is actually acting like the devil.  

Evil is defying God (rebelling against good), working against God. 
 

 The more that people genuinely love and obey God, the 

more good we have in our world.  The more that people ignore and 

defy God, the more our world becomes evil.   
 

 We can do evil without being hurtful to someone, because 

doing evil means defying God, and we can defy God without being 

hurtful to someone. 
 

 Words like evil, sin, iniquity, wickedness, immorality, 

abomination, etc. are words labeling things as being the way of the 

devil, as being contrary to God’s will. 
 

  God declares what is good and what is evil, not mankind.  

People do not have the authority or power to override God and 

decide and change what is good and what is evil.  Just because 

most people approve of doing certain sins, does not justify them.  

Just because the government declares you have a right to do them, 

does not justify them.  On Judgement day we will be judged 

according to God’s approval/disapproval.   
 

 Woe unto people who call any of God’s ways “evil”, and/or 

call things which are contrary to God “good”.  
 

“Woe unto them that call evil good, 

 and good evil”  Isaiah 5:20 
 

“ 20  Woe unto them that call evil good, and good evil; that put darkness 

for light, and light for darkness; that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for 

bitter!” 

  



 The only way for humanity to exit the path of following sin, to 

follow God, is by going through Jesus Christ.  Jesus Christ is 

humanity’s only doorway to Heaven. 
 

“no man cometh unto the Father,  but by me” John 14:6   

“6  Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man 

cometh unto the Father, but by me.” 
 

“I am the door” 
 

“by me if any man enter in, 

 he shall be saved”  John 10:7–9 
 

“7  Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am 

the door of the sheep. 

8  All that ever came before me are thieves and robbers: but the sheep 
did not hear them. 
9  I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall 

go in and out, and find pasture.” 
 

 We do not earn our way into Heaven with our good works and 

our efforts to be holy, etc.  To go to Heaven, we need to totally love 

and desire God, repent (turn away from our sinning), put on (join, give our 

self to, be baptized into) Jesus Christ the Bible way for the remission of 

sins, and receive and follow the leading of the  Holy Ghost/Spirit.
